


Then, YOSHIZAKI Tatsuhiko, Chief Economist and Executive Vice President of Sojitz

Research Institute delivered a keynote report, in which he stated that Japan seems to have

been psychologically influenced by the Lehman Shock and the Democratic Party of Japan

have come to argue that as an aging society Japan does not need to pursue any high status

in the international community. But this is not a sound way of thought.

After this, WATANABE Tsuneo, Director and Senior Fellow of the Policy Division of the

Tokyo Foundation, made a keynote report in which he stated that concerning the political

disarray over Japan’s policy towards the Japan U.S. alliance during the Hatoyama

administration, the United States seems to have settled in a realistic view that Japan would

after all react realistically and therefore unnecessary concern should be avoided.

In the session III on the theme of “Visions for the U.S. Japan Alliance as International

Public Goods,” James J. Przystup, senior fellow of Institute for National Strategic Studies of

the National Defense University delivered a keynote report in which he stated that along

with efforts towards APEC, TPP and FTAAP, Japan and the U.S. should also pay attention

to devising effective measures to hold China as a responsible stakeholder through

cooperation within the frameworks such as ASEAN and EAS.

Following that, MIYAOKA Isao, Associate Professor of Keio University made a keynote

report in which he stated that as a part of the U.S. smart power strategy, it should once

again devote its efforts to enhance the interest and welfare of the global scale.

Finally, Mr. YANO Takuya, Senior Research Fellow of JFIR, made a keynote report in which

he stated that the National Defense Outline Japan had announced last year launches, in

addition to the traditional emphasis on national defense, its more positive attitudes toward

contribution in both regional and global stages.
